The members, who cared and stood united to merge the four phases into ONE unit by almost 4 to 1 majority, can now see what a lack of unity may do for the Seniors of Costa Serena.





Members who feel they were mislead or harassed are still calling 708-3036 to have their names removed from the recent petitions that called for removal of the present board to replace it with Members who have never served on the board and who represent the special interests of the petitions sponsors - a group representing less than point one percent (.1%) of the 920 members They also want to repeal Section 9.19 Parking Restrictions so they can bring back their Motor homes etc., that a 2 to1 majority voted to ban from the properties.





At this time only six members have not complied with the decision of the Majority on the Parking restrictions.  Fines have been issue and more hearings are being set.

    Peacock Hills - A Senior Community 


                      Just the Facts.





Those who are not aware or chose to ignore the FACT that laws have been passed at State and Federal level defining Senior Communities have floated uninformed views that Peacock Hills is not a Senior Community.  The State and Federal laws define a “Senior Citizen” as a person 62 years of age or older or 55 years of age or older who is living in a senior citizen community.





Here is the recap of the State and Federal laws on Senior Communities:





California Senate Bill - SB2011 was signed by Governor Gray Davis and became the law on January 1,2001 and added several sections to 51.2, 51.3 and 51.4 of the California Civil Code pertaining to Senior Housing. For housing constructed before February 8, 1982 (Peacock Hills homes were built prior to February 8, 1982) and meet all the criteria for senior housing specified in Section 51.3

 (Peacock Hills meets all requirements) the development qualifies as housing for senior citizens without being designed to meet physical and social needs of senior citizens.  It also states that no housing development constructed prior to January 1, 1985, shall fail to qualify as a senior citizen housing development because it was not originally developed or put to use for occupancy by senior citizens.





The Federal Housing for Older Persons Act, Rules and Regulations dated April 2, 1999, eliminated the requirement that housing for persons who are 55 years of age or older provide “significant facilities and services specifically designed to meet the physical or social needs of older persons”.





Our current CC&Rs are in compliance with all of the State and Federal laws on senior communities. The majority of our homeowners voted almost 4 to 1 for the new CC&Rs.  They are the governing documents of Peacock Hills, a Senior Community.





We want to keep Peacock Hills a SAFE, ATTRACTIVE and PEACEFUL SENIOR COMMUNITY.
