              PRESIDENT’S REPORT 


Best wishes to all our members for 2007 with a special thank you to those who voted 2 to 1 to re-elect experienced board members. 


The majority of members are reasonable thoughtful folks who respect the rules. The few who do not, the self styled “Rebels of Peacock Hills” McDonald, Amador, Johnson et al, are totally confused about the Laws and Documents controlling our Senior Association.





This was evident by a meeting they sponsored at the Vista Senior Center on Nov 12th to recruit 50 members to put their signatures to a formal petition to remove the legally elected board, take over the Board, repeal the parking restriction amendment then conduct their own legal election in six months.  They hired a lawyer who specializes in Condo’s and Apartment Complexes - a monumental blunder.  





Examples of their ignorance:  During the recent ballot counting process Muriel E Johnson graced us with her presence and created a diversion.

Johnson declared the previous Balloting process was illegally extended; as usual she was contemptuous of the chair, the board and apparently everyone else who was there who can read and comprehend.

Similarly at the meeting held by MacDonald,  


Amador, Johnson et al., at the Vista Senior Center.  About 65 people attended.  Three attendees reported to us on the misinformation presented: 


 1) Amador, “The election procedures the Board used were illegal because they were extended three times.”  Apparently she can’t read either.  Perhaps the following will help!


Extract from Bylaws: “(Section) 2.10.5 Extension of the Balloting Period.  The time fixed for the return of written ballots may be extended only if the Board so notifies the Members in the balloting materials originally sent to Members and then for not more than two successive periods of 60 days each” etc., etc.  The members were notified.


Johnson, Amador and MacDonald may have had experience with HOAs involving Condo’s or Apartments.  They seem to think we’re a (CID) Common Interest Development subject to SB61.  A serious blunder when it comes down to the laws covering our type of HOA.  They did not do their homework!


2.) McDonald’s statement that the Board is planning to build a Club House without approval of the members is so ridiculous that it can only be considered stupid.  First the board cannot take such a step without the approval of 50% plus one vote of the members.  Second it would be stupid to become a CID, it’s the last thing we want, as it would lead to a considerable increase in dues and a tenfold increase in reporting, restrictions and accounting requirements. PEACOCK HILLS SENIOR COMMUNITY 


 IS NOT A COMMON INTEREST DEVELOPMENT


                   


SB 61 caused Civil Code sections 1363.03 and 1363.04 to become law, effective July 1, 2006.  However, those sections are a part of the Common Interest Development Act (Civil Code sections 1351 - 1378).  That Act is only applicable to common interest developments.  Under Civil Code section 1374 "Nothing in this title [the Act] may be construed to apply to a development wherein there does not exist a common area.”  Such as a clubhouse, pool, tennis court, Condo or Apartment complex etc.





 There is no common area in Peacock Hills, so we are not a "common interest development."  Thus, the statutes enacted by SB 61 do not apply to our association. 





Our association is governed by our Bylaws and by the Corporations Code.  [The Corporations Code for non-profit, applies because PHSCA is a California Non-profit Corporation].

  Our status as a senior community is a separate issue governed by Civil Code section 51.3].





Incidentally, Corporations Code (§7511) allows notice of meetings of as little as 10 days.


                                                 


The Board has been aware of the changes to state law caused by SB 61 for at least a year.  We are in full compliance with the laws that are applicable to our community.


Peacock Hills Senior Community is secure. 





 Additional derogatory information, both misleading and false that was spread about our legally elected board of directors in order to obtain signatures for petitions to remove the Board and rescind the parking restrictions is reprehensible.  Other statements and allegations made at the meeting at the Vista Senior Center, like claiming we used proxies to get the results we wanted, were lies.  Proxies have never been used, raising many questions regarding the competence and ethics of the sponsors.
