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We will be discussing items of future importance, such as; the 2008   Budget, Fall Election Process, CC&R & Rules Changes and 2008 Community Enhancements.  There will be time for Owner feedback.

Editorial Response to Newsletter “Suggestions”

From the “Associate Editor”:  The Board received a letter highly critical about the editing of our Newsletters.  The anonymous writer seemed well qualified to notice several writing errors.  Admittedly, we do have challenges.  Jerry, the Editor and Board President, asked me to be Associate Editor because of my background.

Unfortunately, this has not worked out as we hoped.  My limited computer time and his quick publication dates have not been a good fit thus far, and errors have slipped in.  As we all know, Jerry is overflowing with good ideas for making Peacock Hills an even better place to live, and has filled Extra Editions and Flash Editions, in addition to the quarterly Newsletters.  The Newsletters are produced and edited as a co-operative effort with staff members. 

Many readers appreciate the decision to use larger type and no columns, for ease of reading. Readers need to remember we are not paid, professional journalists, just volunteers donating time to the Community we love.  We hope most readers feel the Newsletter’s material is more important than the mechanics of writing.  However, we do need to prevent errors from being published.  Our newsletter should reflect the high quality of our community.  We thank the writer for expressing his or her concerns.

CC&R AND RULES PROPOSALS

The Board of Directors is continually seeking ways to improve the quality of life in Peacock Hills.  One of the ways to accomplish this is ongoing examination of anything that may impact the safety, security and value of our homes and persons.

The following proposals will be discussed at the October Open Meeting and will be on the Ballot this fall.

CC&Rs Article 9.2.12 (a new addition)  This change will state that 75% of all Owners must provide a written vote in the affirmative in order for the Age Restriction Provision to change.

The current approval requirement is a majority vote.  The Board is concerned that if rental units outnumber Owner occupied units, non-residents could determine the future of Peacock Hills Senior Community status.  Raising the vote requirement, on only this one issue, would help prevent the Community from being “Opened” into an all age, multiple family housing tract.

BYLAWS Article 2.5.1 would be amended to require at least 20% (currently 5%) of the Members to call for a special meeting or ballot.  This is to reduce our Community’s exposure to the cost of such action, which is in the range of $2,500-$3,000 per event.

YOUR AFFIRMATIVE VOTE WILL BE ENCOURAGED

Several “Rules” will be adjusted or changed to enhance safety and secure our Senior Status.

· Age Survey forms will be required of Owners within 30 days of any change of occupancy.  Failure to comply will activate the Fine process.  Currently the Board has to waste time trying to validate the status of residents (owners or renters).  This is an Owner responsibility.  We must maintain accurate age records to protect our Senior Status

· A U.S. flag, may be allowed (with approval) to fly on an appropriate, free standing pole no higher that the roof ridge height and not to exceed 3’x5’ in flag size.

· Garage sale signs must be removed immediately following the garage sale event.

· Street visible house numbers will be required at every residence.  This is a fire and emergency issue.  Numbers may be on the curb, house, garage door or mailbox.

REWARD

Please help us “reward” the thoughtful person neatly leaving dog droppings in white plastic bags along Peacock Blvd.  The Reward is a $100 Fine for “Community Service”

VIOLATION HEARINGS

Several Owners have taken advantage of their “right” to meet with the Peacock Board of Directors to discuss their violation Notice Letter.

Understanding the Owners situation and Community’s needs drive the hearing process.  After meeting with the Board, Owners are notified by mail of the Board’s response to their situation.

                                                            GOOD NEWS

City Staff, under the direction of Kiel Koger and Tom Woodford are helping improve the appearance and safety of Peacock Hills Senior Community.

Kiel’s team has been busy repairing the streets and sidewalks and as you’ve probably noticed Tom’s team is working to improve our grassy median strips by thatching (loosening dead grass), aerating and fertilizing.  The sprinklers and watering schedule will also be adjusted.  Thank you cards will be sent each team to acknowledge their efforts.

We appreciate the efforts of both of these men and their teams.  

MEET YOUR BOARD MORNING

This casual Saturday morning gathering provided an opportunity for Community residents to meet their Board of Directors and to share concerns and ideas for improving Peacock Hills.  Several took advantage of this opportunity; many did not.  The purpose was to make the Board available to those unable to make the Quarterly Open Meetings because of work or other responsibilities.  The Board has tried evening and weekend meetings.  Neither of these venues was well attended.

THE OUTCOME

This Saturday morning meeting will probably become an annual late summer event, because several good suggestions made the time investment worthwhile. A couple of Owner concerns were resolved on the spot.  

The suggestions were: 

1. Inform the City of Oceanside (Council) the proposed 17 1/2% water and sewer rate increase will work hardship on many Peacock residents.  This has been done.

2. Ask the City to paint cross walk stripes on every Peacock Blvd. intersection to alert drivers and encourage Seniors to not only stop, look and listen but to also stay within the marked crosswalks.  This has been done.

3. Write the General Managers of Waste Management, UPS and Fed-Ex requesting they alert and require their drivers to obey the 25 MPH speed limit on Peacock Blvd.  This has been done.

4. It was suggested benches be installed in the grassy median as rest stops for Senior walkers. This could be a liability issue.  It will be investigated as an opportunity to enhance the “median park”.  The median is owned and serviced by the City.

CONTACTING BOARD AND STAFF MEMBERS

Most members of our Community realize the Directors are volunteers with a life outside of their Director responsibilities.  Please use; the Hotline phone 760 708 3036, email, or the 1525 Peacock Blvd mailbox to report concerns.  Please, only call a Director’s or Staff member’s home from 9-5 during the week unless there’s an emergency, and please don’t show up at a Director’s or Staff home unless invited.  We want to be responsive, not abused.  We pledge to listen and to do our best to resolve issues promptly and fairly.

LETTER TO AN OWNER ABOUT “EXCEPTIONS”

This response was sent to a Peacock Owner in response to an inquiry about “exceptions”.  Our attorney suggested sharing it with the entire Community to improve understanding.

“Thank you for your letter.  Some of the “exceptions” you’ve noted are challenges we face in Peacock Hills because the original Community was divided into four different associations. Each “phase” had a different set of operating rules and each operated independently.  This caused problems because what was deemed okay on one side of the street was a violation on the other side. There was little inspection and even less follow-up of violations.  It was pretty much what could be gotten away with.

This lack of management consistency and “unfairness” changed with the merger of four phases into one single entity, “Peacock Hills Senior Community Association, Inc.”

The use of an outside management company was discontinued, due to a substantial increase in cost (300%) and inadequate service.  We now have paid staff (replacing the management company) that provides prompt, accurate information and service. 

This year (‘07) new “guidelines” containing Fines and notices have been sent all residents and Owners. The Board will attempt to administer each situation promptly and fairly.  We can do little about “what was done before” (the merger).  We encourage our Owners to do a drive-by inspection of the twin homes along College Blvd. south of Oceanside Blvd to see what happens when everyone “does his own thing”.  Mission Hermosa, east of Lowe’s off 76, is an even more striking example of uncontrolled community breakdown.

I’m saddened by your comment referring to “threats of substantial fines for non-compliance”.

The Board’s communication with Owners (and you) is not intended to be threatening, just informative.  Non-compliance by Owners, who agreed to follow Community rules when purchasing Peacock Hills property, would seem to indicate the Owner wishes to test the enforceability of the CC&Rs and the Board’s commitment to do so.  This is time consuming, expensive and futile.

When we (the Board) notify an Owner of a suspected Violation(s) we also offer an opportunity for a “hearing” where the Owner can explain what’s different and worthy of “outside the box” consideration in his/her situation.  Exceptions, unfortunately often become the “new rule”.  I’m reasonably sure most would agree the Community couldn’t effectively be managed with 920 Owners requesting 920 times who knows how many exceptions.

We (the Board) try to be fair, but that doesn’t grant Owners immunity for refusing to “follow the rules”.  We require compliance, because that’s what the Community voted for in the adoption of their CC&Rs.  The Board is legally bound to enforce the Community’s governing documents.”    Jerry Carey, President (for the Board)

The Association is fiscally sound.  Expenses for August ’07 exceeded budget by $42.15. 

Year to date through August ’07 the Association is under budget by $2,142.10.

Total assets amount to $152,969.11

Home Owner Dues are used to manage and support the Community.  Funds derived from other sources such as; interest, escrow fees and fines may be used to enhance the Community and recognize “Good Neighbors”.
