If they are
still there relay their phone message WITHOUT OPENING THE SCREEN DOOR.

Remember, sadly everyone doesn’t
have good intentions.

JURY DUTY SCAM — NEVER GIVE PERSONAL INFORMATION TO CALLERS

The caller claims to be a jury coordinator. If you protest that you never received a
summons for jury duty, the scammer asks you for your Social Security number and
date of birth so they can verify the information and cancel the arrest warrant. Give out
any of this information and your identity was just stolen. The fraud has been reported
so far in 11 states this has been verified as accurate:

The bus stop on BOTH sides Oceanside Blvd. at Peacock Blvd. will be active Route
333 bus stops with hourly service starting January 13th. The bus stop on the north
side of Oceanside Blvd. will provide service westbound to the College Blvd.
SPRINTER Station and the Town Center North shopping center (at Hwy 76 & College
Blvd.). The bus stop on the south side of Oceanside Blvd. will provide eastbound
service to the Melrose Drive SPRINTER Station, Vista Village shopping center, and the
Vista Transit Center. Route 333 will operate seven days a week. Please let me know
if you have any other questions.
