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75% CC&R AMENDMENT IS ENCLOSED FOR YOUR FILE

This important amendment was initiated to make it more difficult to change Peacock Hills Senior Community to a NON-SENIOR COMMUNITY.  This document has been recorded with the county and is now “Official”.

UNDER AGE OCCUPANTS ARE ON THE INCREASE

SEVERAL SITUATIONS HAVE BEEN NOTED AND ARE BEING TRACKED.  VIOLATORS WILL BE CALLED TO A HEARING. IF THE SITUATION WARRANTS THEY WILL BE FINED

It is important that all of our Owners understand, violations are very costly for the Owner found to be in violation. An under age judgement, in favor of Peacock Hills, resulted in a judgement against one of our Owners, which included the violation fine and the Associations legal costs which the Owner had to pay to the Association.

 The total Fine, together with their own legal costs totaled $3,500.00
OWNERS PLEASE DO NOT RENT TO UNDER AGE TENANTS!

PLEASE CALL THE HOTLINE (708-3036) IF YOU NOTICE UNDER AGE ACTIVITY

Leave the address (and time) the under age activity was noticed

Remember visitors are permitted for up to 60 days per year
NO EXCUSES

Owners seem to be increasing the number of situations where they are renting to under age occupants.  One known situation involves a lease to under-age renters.  The lease is illegal because it violates the occupant age guidelines.  This creates a hardship for the renter, who probably didn’t know the age rules, and places the Owner in a situation where they might be liable to the renter for damages, in addition to substantial fines for CC&R violation.

COSTA SERENA APPEALS

The court hasn’t set a court date, but until the Court hears their Appeal, Costa Serena will continue to remain a Senior Community.  

ANNUAL DUES ARE DUE and PAYABLE WHEN BILLED

We have a number of Owners who haven’t paid their Annual Dues.  Penalties will be added to the unpaid dues.  Violators forfeit their community voice and voting rights until their dues are remitted.  It’s costly to “chase” non-payers because of increased postage, administrative time and printing costs for reminders.  

Eventually dues will be collected, as liens will be attached to property deeds. Our dues ($72 annually) are probably the lowest in the state.  It’s unfortunate some want the advantages and security of a senior community but seem reluctant to participate as good neighbors by following our community guidelines.

Those with unpaid dues, still outstanding, will be listed in the next Newsletter.

 NEW ENTRY SIGNS

Are being constructed and will be installed at both ends of Peacock Blvd and at Beverly Glen and Oceanside Blvd.  The signs will replicate the original sign at Peacock Blvd and Oceanside Blvd.

RESIDENT AGE SURVEYS ARE DUE

And Federally mandated every two years.  Please submit your property occupant data immediately.  Failure to submit the Resident Age Survey to the Association, exposes the Community to HUD audit problems and Owners to substantial fines.

COMMUNITY UPGRADES CONTINUE

You’ve probably noted the new traffic signal is being installed at Beverly Glen. The City has also improved their water tower grounds at the corner of Temple Heights and Peacock Blvd.  We appreciate the City’s efforts.

KNOW THE SIGNS THAT IDENTIFY A STROKE IN PROCESS

ASK: Smile, Make a Sentence, Raise Both Arms, Stick out your Tongue (if crooked or to one side it’s an indicator) Speedy help greatly improves recovery.

DOG DROPPINGS STINK UP THE MEDIAN GRASS
The City will soon post notices along the Peacock Blvd grassy median.  Pet walkers leaving plastic bags full of Poop on the ground or those not even bothering to pick up after their pets, are very inconsiderate of the grass mowers and their neighbors. Fines will be levied.  It’s sad we have to take up newsletter space with something so obvious.
COMMUNITY CLEAN UP & FIX UP EFFORTS CONTINUE

Board Members have been assigned lists of properties in their neighborhoods and have been asked to look at the street side appearance of; yards (weeds & landscaping), driveway, paint & garage door condition, and front mounted dish antennas. Friendly Good Neighbor Letters will be sent those property Owners whose lots are deemed to need some attention.  We hope a friendly reminder, and recognition that we all benefit from an attractive neighborhood, will be adequate stimulation.
