But the Community needs ALL Owners to pay their dues promptly.  Dues fund the daily business operation, which keeps Peacock Hills a Senior Community.  

Peacock Hills probably has the lowest Association Dues, $72 per year, of any Community in the County.  Additional expense ($10) is incurred, when a second notice must be sent by CBS our book keeper, which is added to the Dues billing.  

The third action results in lien filing cost, sending the Dues billing charge to the Owner to over $140.  In the case of proven hardship Dues could be waived. It is the Owner’s responsibility to notify the Board of any financial hardship.

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1ASSOCIATION PREVAILS IN LAWSUIT AGAINST OWNER REGARDING RESTRICTION PROHIBITING PARKING OF RVs ON LOTS

Ref: Peacock Hills Senior Community Association v. Baxter Hart, Jr.,  San Diego Superior Settlement of Court Case No. 37-2008-00057591

In January 2006 an amendment approved by a vote of an overwhelming majority of Peacock Hills owners was recorded prohibiting the parking of Recreational Vehicles on lots in Peacock Hills.  The owners believed that the parking of such large vehicles on the lots was an eyesore and devalued the property in Peacock Hills.  Most planned residential communities prohibit the parking of such vehicles on residential lots.

The great majority of owners with recreational vehicles accepted the decision of the majority and arranged to park their vehicles at locations outside Peacock Hills. A few owners objected and protested but finally complied after urging from the Board.  One owner refused to remove his RV despite actions from the Board over a two and one-half year period that progressed from “friendly reminders” to notices of hearing and fines.  Reluctantly the Board determined in August 2008 that there was no alternative but to file a lawsuit after the owner informed the association in a letter:

“I am not going to move my motor home from my driveway no matter how many violations you issue, I will pay no fines.  You can put a lien on my property, put me in jail or whatever, I will not move it, for I feel that my rights is being infringed and I will stand by this until death.”

The lawsuit not only asked that the Owner be prevented from parking his RV on his property, but also that he remove an unauthorized structure he erected in his back yard and that he pay the fines that had been imposed.

The owner filed an answer to the association’s complaint raising among other defenses a claim that his RV parking use was grandfathered. In a judgment issued on March 13, 2009 the court granted judgment in favor of the association on all of its claims.  On May 1, 2009 the court ruled that the owner is required to pay to the Association the sum of $6,902.00 in attorney fees, in addition to the $2,042.84 in fines (including interest from the date the fines were assessed) and $599.00 in court costs - a total of $9,543.84.

This owner, who refused to accept the decision of the majority of owners, now has a judgment recorded against him and his property ordering him not to park his RV on his lot and not to erect anything on his property without getting the association’s written consent.  A violation of the judgment could subject the owner - and any subsequent owner of the lot - to possible fines and jail for contempt of court if the terms of the judgment are violated.
