PEACOCK BOARD NOMINATIONS AND ELECTIONS

It’s that time again.  Ballots will soon be printed and one Director will be elected from each neighborhood before the end of the next quarter.  If you wish to be considered for election to the Peacock Hills Board of Directors, or if you think a Peacock homeowner would make a good community servant, submit a nomination form with the required Owner endorsement (not a nominee’s co-owner). The form is printed on page three. 

Directors are elected for a two-year term.  They are expected to attend the monthly Executive Board meetings and the quarterly open meetings.  Peacock Directors are involved in decisions about CC&R violations, legal issues, fund investments and inquiries from owners about property improvements.  It’s a great way to get to know your neighbors and learn the rules.  Service to others adds quality to our lives, whether in the Peacock Community, a church fellowship or City of Oceanside.  Get involved!

OUTSIDE PROPERTY IMPROVEMENTS

Require an RFA  (Request for Approval) form for any and all outside (visible) plans for improvement for your lot or home, because we are all affected by the appearance of our community.  The Board enjoys supporting, and approving all improvements that fall within the CC&R guidelines. Submitting an RFA saves time, aggravation and maybe a fine.
A few issues to save time and stress; 1) paint all new additions or changes to match the house color or trim, 2) get your roof-mate involved or at least keep them informed. It’s often cheaper when both negotiate an improvement, like garage doors or windows, 3) insist dish antennas be placed to the rear of your home below the highest ridge line, 4) our homes will look larger and the lots more spacious if changes to the front of the properties are coordinated. Small changes on small homes make big differences in value.

Look at your home from across the street.  Look with an appraisers eye. What can you do to make it look more appealing? Often this requires little money, lots of creativity and sometimes a little sweat equity.  It’s worth it!  Thanks in advance for all you have done and will do to make Peacock Hills a more special place to call home.
