LEGAL ACTION UPDATE

Judges have awarded the Peacock Hills Community; fines, fees and legal costs, in the law suits filed by the Board of Directors against two Peacock Hills owners that refused, after several years of Board encouragement and effort, to comply with the Community CC&Rs.

These two judgments, awarded to the Community, total over $60,000. 

This money will eventually restore the money invested in legal costs. 

The total of the amount awarded does not include the legal fees incurred by the Owners. 

Compliance with the CC&R guidelines, which every owner agrees to follow when purchasing property in Peacock Hills, would seem a more reasonable, less costly course of action.

ADMINISTRATIVE APPRENTICE TRAINEES

Applications are being sought from Owners, living in Peacock Hills, interested in being considered for the positions currently being filled by Clem Beck and Martha Winters.

The Directors feel the need to have trained backups should our present Staff become unable to fulfill their responsibilities, due to some unforeseen accident or age related issues.

These two positions oversee the Administrative detail required to manage the Community.

Communication and computer skills are required.  

Compensation is minimum wage, payable for 30 hours per week.

Individuals interested in being considered should look at the Community web site (www.peacockhills.org) for more detailed position information.

Resumes should be placed in the bottom of the community mailbox at 1525 Peacock Blvd.

Qualified candidates will be invited to participate in an interview with the Board of Directors.

COMMUNITY BUSINESS & ISSUES

· BALLOTS must be received by Friday April 16th.  Please make sure your ballots for your choice of Director candidate, for your neighborhood, is filled out correctly, including your lot number, neighborhood number and signature. All of the required information is on the face of the envelope you receive with the ballot. Be sure to mail the ballot back in the stamped envelope included with the ballot.  This helps with sorting and counting.
· AGE SURVEYS need to be completed immediately and returned. Federal Law (HUD) requires Resident Age Surveys be submitted every two years, or whenever there is a change of occupants in a residence.  This helps maintain our Senior Status.  Please include photos and proof of age for all residents.  Fines are substantial for those failing to submit their correctly completed surveys.  
· DUES are due.  $72 per year protects the Community from deterioration and multiple family overcrowding. Please pay your dues promptly.  A second notice takes staff time and costs the Owner an additional $10 for mailing costs.  A third notice increases the cost to over $150 and includes legal fees and court filing costs.
· DATA PAGES are available for your property.  If you would like to see what’s recorded on yours, put a signed note requesting a copy, in the bottom of the community mail box at 1525 Peacock Blvd. Staff will mail you a copy.
·  SECURITY continues to be an issue of awareness.  Don’t put valuable mail in your box and raise the flag.  This is like telling a thief, “Come and get my mail!”  Put important outgoing mail in the post office or a government mailbox, or at the very least put it in your box but don’t raise the flag.  Most of us get some type of mail every day, which assures the postal delivery person will be opening your box on a regular basis.

· WEEDS have become an issue again due to the recent rains.  Please clear your property of plant overgrowth of all types, especially weeds, so we don’t have to send Friendly Good Neighbor Notices (FGNN) and institute fines.  Inexpensive White Vinegar put directly on weeds will kill most in short order.  I’ve tried this, it works!

· LEAKS caused by pipes enclosed in the concrete slabs of our homes could be costly if ignored.  The leak won’t go away.  Call at least three reputable companies for estimates and have someone other than yourself look at the proposals.  There’s nothing wrong with stating: “I will review your proposal and get back to you”.

· EARTHQUAKES can occur at anytime so be sure to secure valuables with “earthquake putty” or other methods.  Don’t hang heavy items over your bed!

PEACOCK’S CHANGING NEIGHBORHOODS

New, younger Owners are inheriting or purchasing Peacock Hills property.  Many may have grandchildren or younger families visiting throughout the year. This is especially true during the summer months when school is out and vacation time is enjoyed by many parents with children.

THIS SUGGESTION IS FOR ALL NEW RESIDENTS AND MATURE OWNERS 

New Owner-Residents should always keep in mind their visitors are guests in the community and should behave as considerate guests.  Sidewalks are for walking, not bikes, skateboards or rollerblading. Seniors aren’t as agile, or aware as they might have once been, due to physical challenges like vision, hearing or mobility. 

Most mature Owners move into the Peacock Hills community in anticipation of enjoying a calm, peaceful environment.  Please make sure all of your guests are aware that Peacock Hills is a Senior Community and that noise and outside activity before 8 AM and after 8 PM is especially inconsiderate of those with sleep or medical needs.  

Mature Owners should be aware of the right of residents to have and enjoy their grandkids and other visitors.  Over sensitivity to reasonable noise and activity can be unreasonable and cause needless stress and friction, which takes away from everyone’s quality of life.  

We don’t want to hear a child say, “I don’t want to visit grandma, family or friends, because their neighbors are mean and holler all of the time”.  We also don’t want to have our visitors create unnecessary aggravation that causes our neighbors to become “crabby”. Lets all try to be patient with each other, so we can all enjoy the wonderful place we have been given the opportunity to live.
