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VIOLATIONS 

As noted above, in the meeting announcement box, Violations are receiving attention.

We currently have 15 known or suspected under age violations that are being investigated.  Hearings will be held and fines levied on those Owners not complying with the Community’s CC&Rs, not only for age but also for all non-compliance issues.

Unfortunately a slow economy creates situations where housing problems become more of an issue than in normal times.  The Board understands the emotional need to provide assistance to family members but also must enforce the CC&Rs that relate to this issue.

In a Senior Community like Peacock Hills, AGE related issues are the biggest problem. 

The Community is bound by Law and our Governing Documents to enforce the Age requirements, so we can continue to qualify as a Senior Community.

Enforcement takes time, money and energy.  We have some Owners asking; “why don’t you do something about the “under age at such & such address”, “why is it taking so long”, “this problem is so obvious because I see it in the morning at 5:30Am, why isn’t someone on the Board doing something about this?”  And so on….To help your understanding and to let you know how Violations are handled, here’s the process:

THE VIOLATION PROCESS

1. A suspected violation is reported.

2. The report is checked out and if verified, then;

3. A FGNN (Friendly Good Neighbor Notice) letter is sent requesting a discontinuance or explanation...these first three items generally take a week to ten days.

4. A response, from the Owner, to the FGNN letter is due within 30 days.

5. Failure to respond appropriately (an acceptable explanation or compliance) to the FGNN letter generates a violation letter and notice of hearing.

6. An Owner may or may not attend the hearing. If the Owner attends the hearing, for the purpose of helping the Board understanding their situation, the Board will make a decision about options for resolution, and the Owner is given 30-60 days to comply, based on the complexity of the situation.

7. If the Owner fails to attend the hearing a Fine is levied, and if the violation continues a 2nd and 3rd level fine is levied...each of these fine levies are separated by 30 days.

8. Finally, a lien is filed against the property at the end of the “fining period”, or a legal action is filed, depending on the type of violation.

9. The normal violation process, not including legal action that requires Court time, takes 6-9 months and involves significant time and expense.

So... patience is required because the Board must be sure all of our "legal ducks" are in order before we risk the community's funds for legal expenses, or risk a counter law suit that we could lose.  Losing a legal action would be counter productive.

The Community just "won" two cases that took over 2 years...the Court has awarded over $60,000 in fines, legal fees and costs to the Community because our actions were methodical, reasonable and provable. Unfortunately no one “won”, because of the legal costs and stress involved, to the Association and the Owners found in violation.

What you may see as inaction the Board sees as prudence.  The Board of Directors represents the Community legally and must be very careful of its actions.

Wisdom should encourage Owner compliance, or if an Owner is unable to follow the Community’s rules, their relocation to a community without restrictions makes sense.  

We must follow our CC&Rs. Please be a good neighbor.

ARCHITECTURAL

REQUESTS FOR APPROVAL (RFA) Forms are required BEFORE beginning a project.  Unapproved projects may have to be modified or “undone” at Owner expense, if the changes are found to be non-compliant with the CC&Rs.  

The goal, beyond just enforcing what the Community’s Owners have approved as the acceptable rules for the Community, is to maintain a community appearance that is attractive in appearance and to protect roof-mates from extreme changes, which could unfavorably impact property values.  Attached properties should appear similar from the curb. This includes, paint, shingles, garage doors, driveways, facades, etc…

Please, always submit an RFA before beginning any project that changes any appearances of the property.  Even if a roof-mate says it’s ok, it still may not be within the scope of the CC&Rs.  Get Board approval before starting your project.  RFA forms are available on the community web site (www.peacockhills.org). 

Board members will begin following up on “approvals” to make sure what was approved in the RFA, was in fact completed as approved.

GARDEN CLUB

At the last Open Board Meeting, Bob Doyle, (760) 207-2711, offered to help form a Garden Club for Peacock Hills, to help those interested in improving the curb appeal of their property.  Some don’t know how to garden and some may have aged to the point where they are physically unable to do the work.  This could be a wonderful way for neighbors to help neighbors.  Please contact Bob if you wish to participate.
